Proceeds from the annual golf tournament and any charitable
gifts received through the GiveBack initiative will be used to
fund the Cando Connection Fund at Impact Foundation, a
501 (c)(3) nonprofit organization established in 2004 to serve
North Dakota and western Minnesota. The Foundation’s
mission is to build the capacity of nonprofits, businesses, and
individuals to maximize their community impact. The Cando
Connection Fund goal is to raise over $1 million in the next 7
years to benefit the Cando area. Impact Foundation has
waived its fund management fees for the first two years. In
subsequent years, the fund management fees will be less
than 1%.

Cando has been chosen by Impact Foundation to be a
“model” community in the region to demonstrate what can be
accomplished when people make a decision to GiveBack to
a community. Our fund balance is growing thanks to the
generosity of some early donors and proceeds from our golf
tournament. We are proud to report that grant money has
been awarded back to the Cando area already this year!
